Directions to event:  The area lies a few miles south of Stafford alongside the B5012 Cannock 

- Penkridge road. It will be signposted from the Pottal Pool roundabout 

on the A34 2-3 miles north of Cannock at SJ 972144 and from the 

junction 1 mile east of Penkridge at SJ 940139 on the Cannock road. 

Parking: Parking is in a level field near SJ 947116. There will be a £2 parking fee, 

all of which will be transferred to the landowners. There will be one start 

in Mansty Wood 400m from the event field and two finishes both a short 

walk back to the event/parking field. 

Terrain: Flat area of predominantly deciduous woodland with few brambles.  

There are many ditches, that may be wet, and point features.  The 

landowners have asked us to identify potential areas of tree windblow - 

these are clearly shown on the map and should be avoided.
